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Story
New Living Translation
A man sitting at the table with Jesus exclaimed, “What a
blessing it will be to attend a banquet in the Kingdom of God!”
Jesus replied with this story: “A man prepared a great feast
and sent out many invitations. When the banquet was ready,
he sent his servant to tell the guests, ‘Come, the banquet is
ready.’
But they all began making excuses. One said, ‘I have just bought a field and must inspect it.
Please excuse me.’ Another said, ‘I have just bought five pairs of oxen, and I want to try them

out. Please excuse me.’ Another said, ‘I just got married,
so I can’t come.’
The servant returned and told his master what they had
said. His master was furious and said, ‘Go quickly into the
streets and alleys of the town and invite the poor, the
crippled, the blind, and the lame.’ After the servant had
done this, he reported, ‘There is still room for more.’ So his
master said, ‘Go out into the country lanes and behind the

hedges and urge anyone you find to come, so that the house will be full. For none of those I
first invited will get even the smallest taste of my banquet.’”

Simple version
Once while Jesus was having a meal one of the guests said, “those who will attend God’s feast
will be blessed greatly”.  Jesus answered “listen to this story. Once a man arranged a great
feast and invited a lot of people, when the feast was ready, he told his servant to tell his guests
that the feast was ready. The first guest told the servant ‘I can’t come, I have just bought some
land, I need to have a look at it.’
The second guest said, ‘I am too busy to come, I have just bought some oxen and want to see
them working.’ The third guest had just got married and
could not attend. Nobody was willing to keep their promise
and attend the feast.
The servant went home and told his master what had
happened. He told his servant “go out and get all the poor
and hungry and bring them back here, I want the house
to be full.” The servant came back, the house was full,
there was no room for the people he had first invited.
