One hospital has 50 injured patients admitted every day, so that sending medical supplies is still a priority. The photo shows a doctor receiving some supplies at the hospital, having been delivered by our friends in Huddersfield : Tim Marsden and his merry men!! They take the supplies into the country and make sure it arrives where it’s supposed to be, and where its most needed. Any dressings, bandages, swabs, needles, syringes etc are so desperately needed that expiry dates don’t matter. Please contact us if you can help.
